As well as providing adults with reassurance that the future is safe in the 
hands of children who have strong aspirations, I hope that future contests 
will continue to stimulate children to look closely at the environment and 
the world.

With each passing contest, I feel that children are becoming more 
and more committed to the environment. Painting enables them to 

thoroughly express their thoughts and spirit, all their hopes and dreams. 
It is extremely important that they think about things while moving their 
hands.
As social life becomes more automatic, our experience of the world 
becomes more corrupt. The eyes of children reaf� rm how important it is 
to live in nature and, for this, I am grateful.
I hope that the spread of Kao eco activities and this painting contest will 
continue to nourish our hearts.

ln 2009, Kao made a commitment to the 
environment. Advocating “eco together”, 
the company pledged to make progress 
in dealing with environmental issues. 0ur 
commitment to “eco together” has led 
us both to propose ways to make Kao 
products more eco-friendly at each stage 
of the product life cycIe, and to become 
invoIved wider environmental action by 
reaching out to the world at large.

I t was hard to choose from an array of works that explored the 
environment from so many angles. But this time, once again, I felt 

how a single painting by a child can say things more powerfully than 
the complicated words of adults.
While different countries and different localities have different ways 
of thinking about the environment and encounter different problems, 
paintings by children can tell us about the status of the environment 
in these various places. I think that we may be getting close to a new 
phase, one in which the sharing of ideas in the contest will enable 
choices or encourage a shift to action.
I sincerely hope that the contest will continue.

For me this was the �rst time, both to enjoy being a judge, and to 
see the works of children. It was a good opportunity to reconsider 

my own life.
In our digital world, because things we cannot experience in ordinary 
life are received as information, our sense of actually living tends to 
be diluted. Arising from the fresh and direct sensibilities of children, 
many of the pictures simply express things directly rooted in the life 
inhabited by the painter.
During evaluation, I attached importance to the feeling of happiness 
conveyed by the picture. It was interesting to see that the form of this 
happiness varied according to country and locality. I hope to see this 
in future works, too.

I n previous years, I did not notice much difference in the expression 
and content of pictures coming from each country. The entries in 

this fourth contest, however, varied widely. The general quality of the 
pictures was higher, as well.
I also feel that children are steadily getting more familiar with eco 
concepts and adopting eco ways of thinking. In their unspoiled, 
powerful coloring and de�nite touch, with heightened expression, the 
pictures wonderfully conveyed the thoughts of children.
I also feel that the possibilities presented by this contest grow stronger 
year by year. More than ever, I look forward to seeing how it develops.

When I was in China, Kao (China) held an event regarding 
environmental issues in Beijing and exhibited some pictures from 

this contest. An area and materials were also provided for painting. I 
saw children really enjoying creating their own pictures. At the time, 
I was reminded of how pictures have a power that goes beyond the 
power of words.
Interestingly, the contest paintings display the different eco thinking of 
different countries. From the various things depicted, I learned more 
about garbage disposal, air pollution, and other issues.
Such things make the contest truly worthy of the international label. I 
hope, by continuing the contest every year, Kao’s commitment to eco 
activities will become better known all over the world.

C omment by the Judges
The viewer can sense respect for, and appreciation of, upholding the local way of 
life in harmony with nature, even in the midst of rapid modernization.
Using color gradation and distinctive Thai painting techniques, both the way the 
clouds are depicted and the overall composition are unique. The choice of green 
for the mountain and the red for the traditional clothing display an excellent 
color sense. From the humorously painted animals and the carefree smiles of the 
people, you get a strong feeling of energy and spiritual enrichment. There is also a 
thoroughly transmitted brimming sense of well-being.
Above all, the well-rendered colors attract the eye and give the painting a special 
charm. This is the fi rst time we have seen a work of this type.

C omment by the Judges
This impressive work has a well-conceived design and 
detailed composition, which is executed with a touch so 
careful that you can almost hear the subjects breathing. 
Around the edge, the painted frame in the form of a tree 
featuring nature and animals is also good. 
In a world developing mainly in the forest, along an 
ascending path spiraling around a tree, recycling is shown 
and depicted as upcycling: that is, converting unwanted 
items into something better. The Escher-like illusion is also 
presented very tastefully.
The viewer gazes downwards from a high viewpoint. In the 
scene, enhanced by expressive gradation diffusing from the 
strong colors that are used to deepen the far ends of the 
road, depth and perspective are well created.
